FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q: 	For the Summary of Previous Activities; we usually do the past 5 years or so in our summary.  If I am reading this one correctly it only wants last year.  Is that correct?

A: 	That is correct we only want the activities from this grant cycle, not the history that we have asked for in the past.

Q: 	Can you change the fiscal agent and if yes, what is the process? Is it complicated?  Thank you.
 
A: 	Yes you can change your fiscal agent.  Simply find a group that is willing to work with you and meets the requirements in the RFA, either a governmental, quasi-government or non-profit agency.

Q: 	Is it a MUST that the CECC chair physically submit the grant using the system described in the RFA?

A: 	The grant should be submitted by either the Chair or the Fiscal Agent electronically using Drop Box and also mailing the original documents as outlined in the grant. If for some reason the school district does not allow you to use drop box please contact me by email:  Hazel.Combs@ky.gov

Q: 	The drop down box in the work template looks like it is from last year because it mentions professional development.

A: 	Great catch, we didn’t update the drop down until April 28, 2016 based on this question.

Q: 	When is the grant due?  The documents have confused me on the required submission date.

A: 	The grant must be submitted by Monday May 16, 2016 by 4:00 pm.

Q: 	My child care centers want to know if there are mini-grants in this grant cycle.

A: 	No, there are NO mini-grants in this grant cycle. This language has been added to the Restrictions on use of funds section of the RFA on page 7.

Q: 	We have focused in the past on Professional Development with Super Saturdays is that allowed in this grant cycle.

A: 	I strongly encourage you NOT to focus on professional development for the early care community. That is not the focus of the grant and would be reflected in the reviewers score.

Q: 	Do you really want me to list all the Early Care Centers in my service area.

A: 	Yes, and those are available through the Division of Child Cares website.

Q: 	Can you tell me how the changes in the funding amounts per county were made?  We met this morning and I know the 0-5 child count (2010 versus 2014) must apply but we could not figure what formula was used.

A: 	We used data provided by the Kentucky Education and Workforce System which provided us 2014 data.  We found the natural breaks in the numbers and assigned monies based on the population.  We did adjust the money in the lower tier and in some middle tier based on the break points. Our goal was to approach it from the viewpoint that if everyone was fully funded, what would the number need to be to make that possible. 



Q: 	Do you have a sample of the superintendent’s letter of support?

A: 	I don’t have a sample; it would be different for every Council. The Superintendent needs to acknowledge that they are aware of the funding priority of the Council and be supportive in their letter. They may designate a person to sit on the Council in their place. The GOEC values the input of the Superintendent and their role in the community to help educate others on the value of School Readiness.
