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Children are never too young to learn math. In fact, as they explore their world, they are learning to count, to discriminate shapes, to sort objects, and to see patterns. These skills are among those focused on in KET’s Everyday Math for Preschoolers, a toolkit of lesson plans and multimedia resources that will enable early childhood professionals to incorporate fun, hands-on math activities into the daily preschool curriculum. 
All Everyday Math activities link math to everyday experience, helping young children develop positive beliefs about themselves as mathematicians and creating a foundation for success in school. Many of the lesson plans include modifications to create an inclusive environment for children with special needs and that transition the activity to the home, encouraging parents to be more involved in their children’s education. 

These literacy-infused lesson plans and the video segments and online interactives are aligned to early childhood learning standards. Topics included in the curriculum are:
