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Success By 6®
Success By 6® is a long-term, collaborative effort aimed at ensuring that all children pre-natal to six years old are healthy and ready to succeed by the time they start kindergarten. Success By 6® is able to bring key early childhood stakeholders together to implement continuous improvement strategies that lead to improved outcomes for children. One successful example of this occurred in 2007 when Success By 6® mobilized the development of the bornlearning® Academy.  

Education Summit
In 2007, Vision 2015, Northern Kentucky's 10-year strategic plan, organized the community's first education summit called Champions for Education: Focus Locally, Compete Globally. The event was held to inspire and engage the entire community around the importance of education at every stage of a child’s life. Over 800 participants attended the event who received a call to action to become "Champions for Education" - volunteers who commit publicly to help the Northern Kentucky Education system move forward.

United Way’s Success By 6® initiative "re-launched" the bornlearning® Public Engagement Campaign at the Champions For Education Summit. While bornlearning® tools had been available through United Way’s Success By 6® initiative since its nationwide launch in 2005, the effort gained renewed energy because of the Education Summit. Thanks to a financial investment from Citi, and support from Vision 2015, national efforts were enhanced locally and a variety of parent and caregiver education tools were made available throughout the community. 

A Vision
Inspired by The Harlem Children’s Zone Project in New York and the bornlearning® materials, Kenton County Schools Superintendent, Tim Hanner approached Success By 6® with the idea of creating a parent workshop that would engage expectant mothers and families with young children so that his school system could help set children on the right track for learning. What is now known as The bornlearning® Academy was developed by Kenton County Schools, Northern Kentucky University, and United Way of Greater Cincinnati Success By 6® to support kindergarten readiness. Early Childhood Faculty Members Drs. Helene Harte and Jaesook Gilbert developed the curriculum, created the Training Guide and compiled all supplemental materials. A dynamic Family Resource Center Coordinator and a Principal with exceptional leadership qualities from Beechgrove Elementary were intentionally selected to pilot the first bornlearning® Academy. 

Collective Impact
The bornlearning® Academy experienced overwhelming success and it has been highlighted by United Way Worldwide as a best practice. The Prichard Committee for Academic Excellence, United Way of Greater Cincinnati Success By 6® and United Way of Kentucky secured funding from Toyota in order to expand the bornlearning® Academy throughout the state of Kentucky. In the summer of 2012, Kentucky school districts were invited to submit a request for funding proposal to execute a Toyota bornlearning® Academy. 

Other Tools
Success By 6® continues to use the bornearning® Public Engagement Campaign to help create quality early learning opportunities for young children, and materials are being used to develop a variety of parent and caregiver education tools. In addition to The bornlearning® Academy, other materials include Little Lessons from bornlearning®, and The Taste of Learning, a bornlearning® grocery store experience.
