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How do young children learn about science? They learn it best by living it every day. KET’s Everyday Science for Preschoolers is a toolkit with lesson plans and multimedia resources that will enable early childhood professionals to incorporate fun, hands-on science activities into the daily preschool curriculum.

· have the opportunity to develop theories and engage in hypothesis testing and generalization across a variety of science based activities.
· share experiences, acquire vocabulary, chart results, record events in journals, and communicate thoughts and ideas.

KET provides in-depth, hands-on workshops for early childhood professionals interested in incorporating Everyday Science into their daily activities. To date, 1,165 early childhood educators have participated in the Everyday Science professional development training, impacting approximately 23,000 children and their families. KET also provides parent workshops and packets with science activities they can do with their children.
